Remote Learning and using Microsoft Teams

e  Pupils are unable/may not attempt to call, chat or set up private groups between each other on Microsoft
Teams (this feature has been disabled).

e Do not attempt to start or record a meeting/lesson via any device (N.B. this feature has been disabled on
Microsoft Teams).

e Pupils are not permitted to share recorded videos/lessons made by teachers within or outside of
the Southglade Teams Account.

e Pupils are not permitted to upload anything to the team unless they have been instructed to do so by the
teacher.

e  Pupils should blur their background if in a virtual lesson which involves a camera (if this facility is available to
them).

e  Pupils should think carefully about what is acceptable language with regards to what they type and post.

e All conversations should be about the lesson and not about personal topics.

e  Pupils must hang up at the end of the lesson once instructed to do so. The teacher must be the last person in
the meeting to hang up.
