Dear parent(s)/carer(s)
Building work on the field near Southglade Primary and Nursery School   
You may have seen that the field near the school was fenced off this week.

This is because building work will be starting here soon.  
Countryside, a developer, was given planning permission this summer to build new homes on the northern half of the field (the part nearest to the Ridgeway). 
They will be building 33 Council homes for rent and 31 private homes for rent.

No new homes will be built on the southern part of the field. It has been fenced off too because Countryside will be doing some drainage work in this area. This part of the field will be opened again when the building work is finished.  
The main footpath between the Ridgeway and Beckhampton Road, which many parents/carers use to get to and from school, will remain open for most of the time during the building work. 

A section of the path will have to be closed temporarily for drainage work. This will be for as short a time as possible. Countryside and the Council will work with the school to make sure that parents/carers are given enough warning before it happens to make plans to use other routes.
The gates from the school onto the footpath will be outside the section to be temporarily closed.  

Traffic will only come in and out of the construction site from the Ridgeway.  
The building work is expected to finish in early 2024.  

Countryside will ensure that everyone is kept safe all the time during the building work. This is the main reason for putting up the fences. They understand that extra care must be taken because they will be building close to the school and the Bestwood Park Day Nursery.
