RE: the reintroduction of pupils into school /key worker places
I have received notification today from the Local Authority that we are able to begin to slowly increase the number of pupils in school from Monday 22nd June. This follows the successful phased return of our year 6 pupils this week.
This will begin with the reintroduction of pupils in year 1 to school from Monday 22nd June. It will be a part time return, Monday – Thursday.  Parents of children in year 1 who have requested a place for their child will be receiving additional information today or tomorrow about their child’s return and what a day at school will look like. It is really important that this is shared with your child so that they are prepared for what school will be like when they start.

Following a successful phased return to school of pupils in year 1, we will then look at a start date for our F2 pupils.
At the moment there are no plans for children in years 2, 3, 4 and 5 to return to school before the summer holidays. We are hoping that we may be able to offer some face to face contact with their teacher, for example an afternoon in school, in a small socially distanced group, before the holidays but this is still at the planning stage.
Key Worker Bubbles
As we have done throughout the covid-19 pandemic, we will continue to prioritise our school places for our vulnerable children and the children of key workers.
 If you think you are going to need a key worker place for your child/ren before the summer holidays can you please email me at: headteacher@southglade.nottingham.sch.uk with the date you would need it to start, the days of the week you would require and proof (e.g. an Identity badge) that you are eligible for a key worker place. Our key worker bubbles are now getting very full as we are limited to only 15 pupils in a bubble so this information will allow me to plan for an additional bubble if needed. Without this information then I may not be able to offer you a place straight away.
