Dear Parents/Carers
RE the reintroduction of pupils in years 6, 1 and F2 into school
We hope that you are keeping well at these difficult times.
We are continuing to prepare for the phased reintroduction of pupils to our school. We are working with the DfE and our local authority Nottingham City and the teaching unions to ensure that all correct procedures are followed. I have met with our chair and vice chair of governors this morning and we are all in agreement that we will only reconsider opening Southglade further when it is safe to do so. Therefore, having considered our Risk Assessments, government announcements against the key tests and advice from the local authority, the governing body have decided that we will not be able to begin to reintroduce pupils back to school on June 1st.
As you are aware this has been a very difficult week at Southglade, and we are not going to do anything that may put your child or our staff at risk. Until we have put all measures in place that we can to mitigate those risks we will not be reopening to pupils in year 6, Year 1 and F2.
Our governors will continue to look at our Risk Assessment and the measures we have put in place, along with any further government and local authority announcements regarding schools in the upcoming week. (There is a government update about schools expected on Friday 28th May.) At school we will continue to make plans so that we can act swiftly once we get the go ahead from our governing body that it is safe to open on a wider basis. I will inform you again next Thursday (4th June) of any decisions that have been made about a possible reopening to year 6 pupils only on Monday 8th June.
In the meantime, I will be writing to parents of children in Year 6, year 1 and F2 to explain in detail how and what the reintroduction to school will look like. Following the advice of the local authority and like many schools in Nottingham City, when it is safe to do so, we will operate a phased reopening of school to year 6 pupils first followed by pupils in year 1 (again when it is safe to do so) and then F2.
I understand the frustration that this lack of clarity and uncertainty gives you. It goes without saying that we want to see our children returning to school but this cannot be at any cost. Only once we can be sure that school is safe for both children and staff will we be able to begin our phased reintroduction. The safety of your child, and of our staff, is our top priority.
We will continue to provide a school place every day (8:45am – 3:15pm) for those children who parents are classed as key workers or are in one of the vulnerable categories. If you think that you may be eligible for a school place under one of those categories please contact me by email for further details. Key workers are required to provide proof of their key worker status.
