You may also wish to include a short note or card to make your box extra special.
Please remember to avoid food, liquids, or items related to war or conflict
· Return Completed Boxes: Please bring your filled shoebox to school by Monday 10th November. Please do not seal the lid of the shoebox. 
· Donation: A £5 donation helps cover shipping and project costs. Donations can be made online or included in the shoebox in a clearly marked envelope.
If you would like a pre-printed shoebox label, please contact your child’s teacher—these are available on request. Thank you for supporting this project and helping us continue our journey as a Rights Respecting School. Together, we can encourage our children to be compassionate, active global citizens who understand and respect the rights of others.
