	Focus book: Real Superheroes by Julia Seal

What is a real superhero? Anyone who helps us! Who helps us in school? Who might help us when we are unwell?



Nurses, doctors and paramedics- Share non fiction book about medical staff who help us when we have a medical emergency. Share where they usually work- hospitals and how they might get patients to hospital- via ambulance. Discuss the types of clothes that medical staff might wear and how this helps them to do their job. 
	Focus:
CD: Design role-play hats for continuous provision
Lit: Make safety posters (mark making for a purpose)
M: count and match numerals to vehicles
UTW:
PSED: Kind and unkind actions- how does this affect how we feel?



Enhancements: 
Making: red and orange tissue paper for fire. Larger cardboard boxes and cut out wheels to make emergency vehicles.
Writing: patient forms, appointment cards, clipboards
Maths: Match numbers on number plates (police hats out and magnifying glass’
Playdough: beads/ buttons/ straws etc to help design police badges
Reading :Real superhero books (non-fiction)
Small world: firestation/ ambulance
Tuff Tray: Doctors role play/ first aid

Firefighters-What do firefighters do? Share firefighter non fiction book. Discuss how firefighters help to keep us safe. Share firefighter uniform and identify the properties of the uniform that help a firefighter to do their job e.g. flame resistant. Share photos of fire engines. 

	 Focus:
CD: Paper plate fireman helmets with logo- cut half circle shape flap in the middle of paper plate that has been painted yellow. 
Lit: Sequencing stories
M: 2D shape recognition
Fine motor: Bingo dabber superheroes

Enhancemnets: 
Building: add ladders/people/ cars to represent buildings and emergency responders.
Writing: 999 posters
Maths: Pack the doctors bag (count 5 objects etc)
Creative: design a uniform
Sand: bury objects to rescue
STEM: X rays on light box.
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
